ABOUT THE PRESERVE

This 223-acre parcel was illegally cleared and a 
house and mile-long driveway were constructed 
in the 1980s. Further proposed development 
would have greatly changed the quality and 
character of the entire basin. 

The property was subsequently confiscated by 
authorities and resold to the Zug family, who 
stewarded the land for over 10 years. With the 
help of hundreds of donors and a selling price 
well below market value, the LGLC purchased 
the property in August of 2000.

First named the Pilot Knob Ridge Preserve, the 
preserve was renamed on August 9, 2010 at a 
dedication ceremony in honor of LGLC's past 
executive director, Lynn LaMontagne Schumann, 
who was instrumental in its protection. Lynn 
passed away from breast cancer in March, 2010. 

The preserve's iconic gazebo was rebuilt and 
rededicated as the Teresa M. and George E. 
Lawrence Memorial Gazebo in July, 2025. Our 
thanks to everyone who made this possible, 
particularly the Lawrence family, the Makowski 
Trust, Boats by George, Steve and Dee Haraden, 
Anne and George Morris, CDPHP, Adirondack 
Pub and Brewery, and many others. Please visit 
https://lglc.org/gazebo for more about this great 
project!

Memorial benches have also been placed at the 
preserve, including for George E. Lawrence from 
the Faith Home Foundation, for Carl and Elena 
Simmonds from her daughters, and for Andy B.

GUEST RULES

ORANGE TRAIL 
Moderate; steep in sections, rocky

0.70 miles (ave. 20-30 minute hike)

 Educational signage along trail; ends at 
a gazebo 0 with expansive views [ of 
Lake George.

BLUE TRAIL 
Easy/moderate

1 mile to waterfall m; 1.4 miles to end 
of loop (ave. 30-40 minute hike)

 Educational signage along trail; seasonal 
waterfall (best seen in early spring).

HIKING TIPS 
Especially in early spring, be 
prepared for muddy sections 
and trail surfaces that may 
be slick. Always carry a map 
with you, and be prepared 
with proper footwear.
